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| was weong, | wads wrong when | thought thatJoining up
would be fun and signing up with my mates. We
encouraged each other toJoin after dan darmy officer gave
a lecture about the threat to the British Empire and he
needed recruits. | am underage, | was fourteen and |
needed to be twenty one, but of course | lied. | lied about
me having a wife and child. | lied about everything. As the
army was desperate, they accepted me and | became part
of the infantry. | remember feeling excited, especially
because wy friends were coming too.
We travelled far to a place called Cairo in Egypt. We
trained in the sands of the desert dnd ledrned to shoot,
but most of us just mucked around. We pr‘etended one side
was the enemy and one side the ally. But when we ran
towards each other, we kept crashing into pals and
laughed as we found it difficult to fight our friends. We
talked and were told off by the general. We all fell,
pretending to be wounded and unharmed carried the
wounded. [t was great fun despite the fact that this is
what we would be actually doing for real,
We eventually set sale in our ships, crossing the sed to
get to the beach at Turkey, a placed called Gallipoli,
where the Turks were lying in wait. We were shelled and
bits of wetdl scattered everywhere. Soldiers were hurt or
injured and some killed amongst the explosions. Despite
this, some of the lads did not take it seriously. In the
morning we swam in the beach but we were shelled again. |
waited anxiously in the trenches while my mates went over
the top. Unfortunately, many did not come back and |
struggled to cope with the loss of my friends. People made
graves hastily as any time a bomb wight explode and rip
us apart
The \Collowing morning, after havmg what little rations we
got in terms of food, it was my time to go over the top.
We walked over to the trenches and prepared ourselves.
We were to charge over the battlefield in the hope of
taking the Turks by surprise. Only a Few survived the
charge, myself included, and many of my mates were
among the fallen. [t was as though heaven had opened its
arms to embrace the best of our fallen youth. Any hopes
of winning began to subside.
| was still here. | was still alive. But shattered and
changed forever. Almost all of my friends are dead. And
that is when | realised | am just a young boy, in a place |
should not have been in.

YEAR

Good morning everyone. My name is Richard Zhang.
Today | would like  to talk to you about what ANZAC
day means and the historical factors that lead to the
landing at Gallipoli. ANZAC Day originally came
about to honour the mem bers of the Australian and
New Zealand Army Corps (ANZAC)  who fought at
Gallipoli. They fought against the Ottoman Empire

that is Turkey, an d the other countries of the axis
powers during World War 1 . The ANZACs landed 0 n
the shores of Gallipoli in 1915. They rowed ashore

in boats. The ANZACS were hit by a barrage of

gunfire which made it difficult to land. The Turks

had managed to take the higher ground and were

lying in wait for our forces to arrive. Our military

strate gy had been to land on the northern shore

and then capture the enemy & artillery batteries and
forts. The next part of the plan was to open a

gateway for our naval forces so that they could
advance through the Narrows of the Dardanelles

and the Sea of Mar mara and get to Constantinople
which was the capital city of the Roman, Byzantine,
Latin and Turkish empires. It was a brilliant plan.
However, our armed forces e  nded up landing on the
wrong side of the beach, resulting in a need for
improvisation.

As many of our troops tried to storm the beaches,

the Turks mowed them down mercilessly with

machine guns. Many tried to return fire, but

generally without success. Many died in that short
period of time, but the ANZACS managed to retreat
and create a ref uge on the beach where they dug
trenches to escape from enemy fire. In the passing
days of war, it became a stalemate, neither side
making ground and neither army winning. Both
sides suffered many casualties. At one point in this
horrific conflict, a cease  fire was called so both sides
could dress their wounded and have respite from all
the blood and gore. During this constant battle for
survival, food was traded and thrown from both
sidesdtrenches. However, it was never very long
before the conflict bega n once again. As many fell
and families at home grieved painfully, a British
general named Kitchener, came on November 13 t,
Some hours after surveying the Turkish lines, he
decided that the ANZACS would need to evacuate.
They devised a clever plan to esc  ape without the
enemy knowing. This would be a mark of military
brilliance for years to come and be remembered as

the most successful aspect of the whole campaign.
The plan was to make the Turks believe that they
were planning and preparing for winter. The

ANZACS would only send irregular gunfire that the
Turks would expect. Gradually, the number of

soldiers in the trenches we  re reduced and as this
occurred, they left their rifles with empty buckets
hooked up to the triggers.  Water would drip into the
buckets and when the bucket was too full, the string
from the buckets would pull the trigger. This would
make the Turks think that the ANZACS were still

there. Eventually, the Turks realised that the

ANZACS were nd there. Even though the battle was
lost for the ANZACS, it was considered a victory for
them as they managed to escape without the enemy
knowing.

The landing of Gallipoli is part of the legend that

has helped shape the character and mate  -ship of a
youn g nation.
